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Materials:

1. 1 --41/2" square light green

2. 4 shades of earthy greens ranging from medium to dark green. Cut 2 strips of each 1 1/2" wide
the darkest at least 12 1/2" long.

3. 4 shades of off white to white. Cut 2 strips of each 1 1/2" wide with the lightest being at least
12 1/2" long.

4. 1darkgreen rectangle 10 1/2" X 7" for tree

5. 1brown / black rectangle 6" X 4"

Instructions:

* As you sew your strips to the center square, you must sew them to gather in a clockwise or counter

clockwise direction. Once you decide which way you are going you cannot change directions. In these

directions | will use clockwise in the directions.

* Be sure you have a 1/4" seam or your block will not be the right size.

* The 2 strip of each color you sew on will have to be 1" longer than the first one.

Always press the seams away from the center.

1.

starting with the 4 1/2" square, add one of the lightest green strips (That is at least 4 1/2" long)
sew to the 4 1/2" square. Press the seam away from the center square. trim the piece the
match the 4 1/2" square. (your piece should now be 4 1/2" X5 1/2".

Turn you center square 1/4 turn clockwise. Sew the second strip of the lightest green
(Measuring 1 1/2" wide and at least 5 1/2" long) to the center piece.

Turn the center piece 1/4 turn clockwise. Sew the darkest of your "white" strips to the center
piece. Press away from center and trim.

Turn the center 1/4 turn clockwise. Sew the second strip of the darkest of your "white" strips to
the center piece. Press away from center and trim.

Repeat these steps for the rest of your strip pieces. Your block should measure 12 1/2" when
finished.




Fuse the wrong side of the dark green (tree piece) to a 2 sided fusible. Cut out your tree
pattern. Repeat for the bear pattern. you could use your own bear and tree pattern if you
wish. It may be fun to have a variety of tree and bear sizes and shapes in a quilt.

This block is set on point, so position the bear and tree so that they are up right when the block
is on point.

Fuse the tree and bear to the block and sew with a zigzag stitch or a decorative stitch that you
like.

If you do not like to use fusible you could cut you tree and bear with a seam allowance and do a
turned edge.
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
